T-HANGAR PAVING ENGINEERING AGREEMENT
The paving for the T-Hangar area will be bid this spring and completed in late spring or early summer of 2011.  The slope of the paving has changed from the  engineer’s original draft.  Commissioner Brotherton asked to review the plans before Staff bids this project. Commissioner Accinelli motioned to approve Resolution A100-1-2011 Authorizing an Agreement for Engineering Services for Hangar Replacement – Phase 2 Paving and Commissioner Daoud seconded the motion. AIRLINE CAPS ON MONTHLY CHARGES
This item was tabled until the February meeting to give Staff time to survey American Airlines charges at surrounding airports.

PFC REVENUE BOND
The New Terminal Facility Project requires a local funding match of 5%. Passenger Facility Charges (PFC) collections will be used for a portion of the local match for this project. A 20-year revenue bond backed by PFC collections will be issued to fund the portion of the project programmed to be funded by PFC’s and General Revenue.  Jenny Larson, Budget Officer for the City of Dubuque, explained to the Commission the PFC revenue bond financing. After the completion of this project (2016) the Airport will continue funding their FAA projects with the additional revenues collected annually after the bond payment.
The Commission unanimously endorsed the PFC revenue bond option.

FBO CONTRACT FUEL UPDATE

FBO Supervisor Vetsch explained to the Commission his proposed changes in


Jet A contract fuel pricing.  There would be two additional tiers of pricing.  Tier 1 


would include fleets of 100 or more aircraft and Tier 2 would include fleets of 25

or more aircraft.  The Commission agreed that the FBO should begin using the tier pricing for the next six months and track the progress starting on January 25th.
